View Correspondence/Notices

Q1. 
Who can access View Correspondence/Notices 

A1.
 An authorised staff of a company or an authorised staff of a tax agent of the company can   access myTax Portal to view the correspondence or notices.

Q2.
Will authorised staff of employer or tax agent authorised by employer to file tax clearance be able to view directives and letters relating to Form IR21 which are not filed by them?

A2.
Both authorised staff of employer or tax agent authorised for employer to file tax clearance who are preparers and approvers will be able to view portal directives and letters relating to Form IR21 which are not filed by them. This includes Form IR21 filed via post / fax. 

Q3.
Will I be able to view the correspondence that I sent to IRAS?

A3.
No.  At the moment, you can only view correspondence sent by IRAS. 

Q4.   
Why am I unable to view the correspondence/notices sent to my client?

A4. 

Your client may not have authorised you the viewing rights.

Q5.
The IR21 status of my employee shows “Processed”. When can I view the directive online?

A5.
It can be viewed within 3 to 4 working days from the date of tax clearance.
Q6.
Is the count for read and unread correspondence/notices specific to each authorised staff or tax agent?

A6.
The count for read and unread correspondence/notices is tied to the company or tax agent firm and not to the respective staff. A document that has been read by any authorised staff of the company or tax agent firm will be treated as ‘Read’ by the company or tax agent firm.

Q7.
Will I be able to set the correspondence/notice from ‘Read’ to ‘Unread’?

A7.
No, a document that has been read by the employer will be treated as  ‘Read’. 

Q8.
What software programs are required in order to view the notices?

A8.
You will need  WinZip and Adobe Acrobat Reader to view the notices as they are in PDF  format and have been compressed as zip files.  

Q9.
Can I delete the correspondence/notices after viewing?

A9. 

No. 

Q10.
Can I forward the document to another party?

A10.
No, the system does not allow forwarding of the document to another party.

Q11.
Is there a feature in view correspondence/notice for me to reply to a letter?

A11.
No, this e-Service is  solely for viewing only.
Q12.     
Can I print or save a copy of the correspondence/notices in my local drive?

A12. 
Yes. You may click on the print icon or save icon on the top left hand corner to print or save a copy of the correspondence and notice in your local drive.

Why am I unable to view documents using View Correspondence / Notices?
